A Look Back Over 50 Years of Streak Running and Beyond

Notwithstanding that my running streak officially began on December 22, 1971, the events that
led up to that day essentially began when | started competitive running as an 8th grader in the
spring of 1965. With encouragement from my father, | tried out for both the school baseball team
and school track team that spring. Although baseball was my first love, it soon became evident to
the baseball coach (who was also the track coach) that | was much better suited for track than
baseball, not because | was so great at track! Thus, sometime in March of 1965, I, along with my
6th grade brother and several others, began daily workouts of running lap after lap around the
football field.

Eventually, we had time trials at a nearby track. Based on the results of those trials the coach
decided | should run the 880 in competition (this was, of course, long before distances run in
schools were in meters). In my first meet | was lucky to finish the race because | ran too fast on
the first lap. | must have learned my lesson because | did well at the remaining two meets of the
season.



In high school | played football and ran track. | was only slightly better in track than in football and
that was not very good! However, from the time | was a freshman to the time | was a junior, |
slowly progressed from being a runner at the back of the pack to being a runner at the front of the
pack in the interval training quarter mile repeats we did in our workouts. Just as | was starting to
enjoy my status as a front runner, my parents transferred me to another high school where | was
the fourth best distance runner out of the four junior and senior runners on the track team.
Paradoxically, returning to the status as a runner at the back of the pack turned out to be a good
thing because by staying up with them on their long tempo runs, | became a faster runner. In
addition, these group runs fostered life-long friendships for me with them.

Upon graduation from high school and just before my first year in college, | volunteered to coach
cross country at my high school. The athletic director agreed, and so in the fall of 1969 at the
young age of 18 | had the privilege of coaching some wonderful young men (including my younger
brother!) to successful team results at the cross country meets in which they competed.

However, | longed to get back into competition, and so in the spring of 1970 | applied to be a walk-
on at the University of Houston track team. To my happy surprise, the track coach consented.
Thus, began my college track career that lasted roughly a year and a half. The distance team was
pretty talented. Many of them were from other countries (Australia, Canada and Morocco). One
of the Americans besides me was Leonard Hilton, a 1972 Olympian (who ran on the same
Olympic 5000-meter team with Steve Prefontaine). Leonard was particularly generous in allowing
me to run with him on a few long runs and offering me training advice.

By my junior year, however, although | had improved as a runner, | was still a very modest
member of the team. Further, | came to realize that | couldn’t justify the increased time of doing
workouts (sometimes three times a day during the cross-country season!) to the reduction of time
available for studies and for the rest of college life. | decided that it was time to make a change,
and so | thanked my coach and teammates for a great experience of working out and competing
with them, and then departed from the cross-country team in the fall of 1971.

In December of 1971 | reflected on how | could maintain a certain level of fitness and decided that
| would commit to running what seemed to me to be a manageable minimum of three miles a day,
every day. Thus, on December 22, 1971 the streak was born.

Notwithstanding injuries and other obstacles during the streak, one reason | continue to run is
that | have learned running is not an end in and of itself, but a means to an end — helping me to
be a better person and thereby enabling me do the more important things in life, including helping
others.

Nevertheless, there have been a few streak threatening obstacles along the way for me, just as |
imagine there have been for most of my fellow streak runners.

The first one for me was the day after the Inaugural Houston Marathon in December 1972 — my
first marathon. | had done a few long runs before the race, but in retrospect | know that there was
much more that | could have done in preparation for it, not the least of which would have been to
think more strategically about race day management. At 20 miles into the race, | was depleted of
muscle glycogen and decided to stop briefly before | received encouragement from a seasoned
runner, Mary Ann McBrayer, to find a way to continue on in the race. It was pretty slow going from
there on, but | did manage to finish. | made matters worse when | followed some questionable
advice and soaked in a hot tub the evening after the race. Consequently, the lactic acid in my legs



did not subside the next day. | could hardly walk, much less run, but somehow, | got in my 3 mile
minimum nonstop run that day. Fortunately, each succeeding day after that was a little easier.

Sometime in 1980 or 1981 | came across a Runner’s World article which suggested that for a run
to have real benefit one should run at least a half hour for the workout. As a result of reading this,
| decided to increase my minimum distance to 4 miles since a 7 2 minute mile pace would
constitute a comfortable pace for the minimum half hour run. This then became my minimum
distance for the next 25 to 27 years or so.

A second serious obstacle to my streak occurred around the year 2007. After having suffered
through Achilles Tendonitis and Plantar Fasciitis issues, | fractured a bone in my left foot. So, for
the first time during the streak, | reduced my daily run below 3 miles down to about 1 2 miles for
a few days before gradually increasing my daily mileage back up when the pain subsided.
Although my foot eventually healed and | recovered from the Plantar Fasciitis and Achilles
Tendonitis issues, | began having a gait issue that [ still struggle with today that has caused my
pace to slow considerably. In retrospect, | expect that had | stopped running completely at that
time, the gait issue would not be as pronounced as it is now.

The next serious threat to my streak was that | underwent Thyroid surgery five or six years ago. |
ran early in the morning on the day of the surgery. The day after the surgery my plan was to
attempt a very slow gentle pace on a treadmill. After saying a prayer and promising my wife |
would stop if | experienced hemorrhaging or pain, | proceeded to run very slowly on the treadmill
without any problems that day or for the next several days. Thankfully, | had a complete recovery
from the surgery.

There have been many highlights for me over the past 50 years. One important highlight has been
participating as an active member of Terlingua Track Club since 1972, competing in hundreds of
races during that time and enjoying the comradery that goes with club competitions, especially
the LP Run hosted by our club.

Another highlight has been travelling overseas to Europe. My first trip was in the summer of 1977
to Exeter, England where | was enrolled in a summer study of law program at Exeter University
hosted by the College of William and Mary. It was a great experience for my wife and me since
we were able to travel to different parts of England, France and Italy before and after my studies
and on weekends during the program and thereby run in so many interesting places. Later trips
with our children have been to England, Scotland, Portugal and Italy where on some occasions
my children ran with me.

A second overseas highlight in 1993 was a three-week family trip to Chelyabinsk, Russia, east of
the Ural Mountains in Asia where | and one of my sons competed in a half marathon at the All
Russian Memorial Games. During that trip we also travelled to Moscow and to St. Petersburg
where we were introduced to a number of people in the running community and stayed with some
of them at their homes.

It has also been a highlight over these years to see each of my children run and participate in
competitions. Martha, my wife of 45 plus years, and | have been blessed to continue to have a
close relationship with our children, our daughter-in-law and our grandchildren who all live near
us.

Fast forward to 2021, | was honored to receive an invitation to Steve DeBoer’s 50th Anniversary
Streak Celebration in June, but regretfully | had to decline due in part to family
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immunocompromised concerns. Given Steve’s gracious invitation to me, however, | was happy
to welcome him to join me at my very low key 50th Anniversary Celebration in December.

Since the completion of 50 years of streak running would be on December 21st, 2021, Steve and
| agreed to run together on that day to mark the occasion. When that day arrived, | went out on a
morning run of a few miles and then later that afternoon ran with Steve for about 1 % miles on the
Picnic Loop trails of Memorial Park in Houston. The weather was great by my standards — 60
degrees and dry humidity, but warm by frozen tundra warrior Steve’s standards! That evening,
Steve and his wife Gail joined Martha and two of my children and me for a celebration dinner at
our home. We had fun comparing notes of running experiences over the past 50 years and
learning a lot about each other’s families. The next morning — Anniversary Day — | ran a little over
4 miles over the same trails Steve and | had run on the previous day, and afterwards had a good
visit with Steve and Gail, wishing them well on their long drive back to Rochester.

Over the next several days | received a number of thoughtful congratulations from teammates,
friends and many family members, including a special one from a close cousin in Dallas who had
joined with me previously in celebrating my 40th Anniversary Run. | am very grateful to them and
to all of the other friends, coaches and family members who have been so supportive. Most of all,
| am grateful to Martha for putting up with all of the inconveniences I've caused her over the years
with my running and for her cheerleading at many marathons and for her care after the finish!
Finally, | am grateful to our Lord Jesus Christ whose answers to my many prayers have lifted me
up and carried me so many times in difficult moments over the years.

My family and | extend our best wishes to all of my fellow streak runners for a year of enjoyable
running and good health. | am in solidarity with you!

JOHN LIEPA’S STREAK HITS 45 YEARS
“Running Partners/Mentors”

Having written four articles for the Streak Registry since reaching my 35-year mark (April 2012;
Spring 2017; Spring 2018; Spring 2021), and at the risk of boring my ‘fellow streakers’ with
redundancy, | thought I'd contradict myself as I've repeatedly stated, that streak running is a
solitary thing, with 99% of those miles shared only by ‘Mother Nature.” Like all of you, I've been
inspired and motivated every day by a small group of mentors and partners, some of whom I've
never met personally, and others whom I've met, run with, and are near and dear to me. So let’s
meet some of those 45+year heroes and heroines.

Jack Foster - When | first started running, | heard of this native Brit who started serious running
at the age of 32; ran in two Olympic Marathons for New Zealand in 1972 (Munich) and 1976
(Montreal;) set a Master’s world record time of 2:11:18 at the age of 41; and made me realize age
has little to do with possibilities.

Priscilla Welch - A ‘pack a day’ smoker until at age 35, she met her husband Dave in the British
Army, and under his tutelage turned her life around. When | was Race Director of the Midnight
Madness Road Races in Ames, lowa (1979-1985), Priscilla and Dave honored our race by their
coming and her winning; setting a course record; becoming a friend and mentor; and going on to
set an age group (W40) world record in 2:26:51 at the London Marathon in 1987.
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Jim Streeby - An Ottumwa, lowa native, close friend and competitor for nearly 50 years, Jim still
holds numerous lowa High School and long-distance records. His 2:31:09 marathon at
Grandma’s in 1981 is still an lowa all-time Master’s best, and in the late 1970s, he earned my
“Iron Man” award by running a 2:30’s Boston Marathon on Monday, then winning the Master’s
800 Invitational at the Drake Relays on Friday; and winning his age-group Drake Relays Marathon
on Sunday. Additionally, he coached my Academic All-American daughter Hillary when she ran
for lowa State.

Joan Benoit Samuelson - | was honored to chase Joan in my second Boston Marathon - about
10 minutes behind. Like many of you, | was in awe when this diminutive ‘bundle of courage’
recovering from knee surgery, wearing that painter’'s hat in the extreme heat of Los Angeles won
the first Olympic Women’s Marathon in 2:24:52. | shared a big hot tub with her, Bill Rodgers,
Herb Lindsey, and members of our lowa Prairie Track Club after the Bobby Crim 10-miler in Flint,
Michigan; and | was again honored to meet and visit with her a couple of times at the Bix7 in
Davenport, lowa.

Bill Rodgers - A runner’s life is never the same after completing/competing in a Boston
Marathon. It was an honor to race in the same race with Bill, America’s dominant marathoner in
the 1970s and 1980s; to meet him on numerous occasions in lowa; to respect and share his
strong political views and convictions; and to serve as a role model for me for what’s really
important in life.

Finally, nothing I've accomplished with my life or running would have been possible without the
total and unconditional support of my wife of 50+ years (anniversary September 17, 2021) -
Dianne. When we met - her idea of sports was “playing with her dolls, outside.” She and my
adult children, Torey and Hillary, are marathoners, and have been part of, and supported my ‘life
of running.’

One of the proudest moments in my running life was when we took an lowa Prairie Track Club
team to the inaugural Manitoba Marathon in Winnipeg (Canada) in 1980 with lowan Frank
Richardson winning and the team of John and Dianne Liepa winning the Husband/Wife combined
time category. As | started my 46th year on January 2, the wind chill was -22°, | had the park to
myself, and | thought to myself - “Life is good.”

BILL ROBERTSON’S STREAK HITS 45 YEARS

A fairly uneventful year! Being a morning person and doing the run first thing really simplifies
things. Most of my runs are on a local crushed stone rail trail unless snow covered (like now!).
Also get to run on many weekends with a great group that helps to keep you honest.

Slowing down a little more than I'd like — don’t mind of course the age specific things, but a little
slower than my age-graded paces would predict — 25 for 5k, rather than 23 for example. But
honestly that’s pretty minor, just really grateful to be injury free (knock on wood) and able to get
out there, do it and enjoy it! My minimum is 3 miles non-treadmill.

Avoided covid until the beginning of the year until omicron, but being vaccinated and boosted it
was pretty mild, a slight cold and low fever for a few days.

Almost lost the streak 2 'z years ago after a tick bite. I'd been treated for Lyme disease but ended
up in the hospital on Friday of Labor Day weekend after being told | needed a blood transfusion
due to an extremely low red cell count. Naturally they wanted to find out the source of the blood
loss before just putting more in. They talked about me maybe getting out on Tuesday — | thought
about leaving for a bit to run and just coming back in, but it doesn’t work that way - you’d need to
be readmitted to the emergency room and start all over. The fact that the runs were going pretty
poorly was an additional factor in my “what will be will be” attitude.

Turns out the tick also gave me babesiosis, a disease that leaves parasites that chew up the red
blood cells. Somehow the CDC was involved, determined the issue that Friday night through
microscope inspection and | got on the right drugs the next morning. Once the docs could see
some slight improvement, with a little prodding | was able to leave late Saturday afternoon to get
in my run!

Traversing the Tundra with the 5th Guy to Reach 50

What, take a road trip to TX in December? Why would anyone want to leave MN just as the snow,
ice, and brisk weather start separating the idiots running outdoors from the somewhat more
rational winter indoor workout folk? Well, the rumor was that some guy in Houston had been
running every day for almost 50 years. This is a rather unique phenomenon that has only been
experienced 4 other times by Ron Hill (2014), Jon Sutherland (2019), Jim Pearson (2020), and
this writer (Jun 2021). | will say it was not difficult to convince my wife to head south. Fortunately,
we had a 10-inch snowfall 2 days before departure, so | was able to get in an upper body workout
with the white stuff. As often happens when we leave the state in winter, there was little
precipitation while we were gone.

First stop was to see brother Dave and family near St. Louis, MO. Thus began 12 consecutive
days of shirtless running, the last being the morning after we arrived home, since | must have
brought some hot air back with me. From St. Louis we headed south to Colleyville, TX, spending
a couple of days with Roger Nelson and his wife, Jane, both streak runners, though Jane never
registered her daily running time. In the past, they lived in Minneapolis, MN. Roger is the only run
streaker | know whose birthday is the same day my running streak began (June 7th). After a
couple of runs with them and visits to friends in Kerrville and Austin, it was on to Houston to
traverse some tundra with Alex Galbraith.

Alex had decided not to have a big 50th celebration but was more than willing to do a run with me

(COVID concerns, among other things). We had many email and phone contacts over the years,
as well as meeting in person in 2018, when Gail and | were in Houston. Because of a knee injury
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and gait issues, he has had to slow down, though he is still hoping to find someone with expertise
in his biomechanical issues that might improve things. Seems like | have managed to slow down
without those issues, just by aging!

Gail & | drove to his home the afternoon of December 21st. | chose the last day of his 50th year
of daily runs instead of his 50th anniversary on the 22nd so we could get home in time for me to
sing with my church choir Christmas Eve. Coincidentally the 21st was the 57th anniversary of the
start of Ron Hill’'s 52-year running streak. Gail went to a park with his wife and daughter, to take
a stroll and talk, while Alex and | drove to Memorial Park and ran about 1.8 miles together on the
Picnic Loop trail, reminiscing about various races we had run over the years, as well as how we
had met our wives. It was a little cool for Houston (low 60s and moderately low humidity), but a
little warm for me, even without a shirt.

We are both frequent morning runners. | found out later Alex had gone over three miles that
morning while | had covered 2.5 miles of Texas tundra. Thus, in the battle of the 50-year streakers,
Alex won the distance competition 4.75 miles to 4.3 miles for me. My morning jaunt was done at
40F, being shirtless, but wearing a stocking cap and socks on my hands, a common practice for
me. Alex can attest | did NOT wear the head and hand coverings in our afternoon workout.

We then joined the rest of his family for dinner and an evening of conversation at their home,
including their son, who had been a runner when younger and had a few running streaks, though
they were never registered. Alex told a story about running store entrepreneur Charlie Rodgers
and his not quite as famous brother, Bill, that occurred when Alex ran the Boston Marathon for
the first time in 1994. Since | don’t recall all the details, I'll let Alex tell the story.

“In the late winter/early spring of 1994 my teenage son and | were guests at the home of Charlie
and Marie Rodgers in Ipswich, MA, as | was preparing, along with a few other Russian
houseguests, to run in the Boston Marathon that year. | had developed a friendship with Charlie
over the previous year or two in connection with our mutual efforts to assist certain Russian
runners in their efforts to participate in American competitions, most notably, the Boston
Marathon.

Although | had qualified to run in the Boston Marathon in previous years, this was my first time |
was entered in it. | made the decision to enter the Boston Marathon due in large part to Charlie’s
suggestion that it would be a great experience and further, that he would be willing to
accommodate me as a guest at his home before and after the Race.

When my son, who was also a competitive runner and had recently completed his first marathon,
learned that | was going to run in the Boston Marathon, he was eager to attend the Race. Charlie
graciously offered to let my son also stay at his house. Since my son attended school in
Connecticut, | first flew up there to pick him up at school, and then drove to Charlie’s house in
Ipswich.

I met Charlie’s brother, Bill Rodgers, for the first time while we were there. Bill dropped by to
welcome me and the Russian runners, some of whom he had known for many years. On one
occasion while Bill was at Charlie’s house, my son and | were privileged to go on a run with Bill
and Charlie.

Sometime after our run together, Bill and Charlie devised a plan to make my son’s attendance at
the Boston Marathon a memorable experience. They spoke with their parents, Charles and
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Kathryn Rodgers, about driving up from their home in Connecticut to meet my son and host him
during the Marathon.

Mr. and Mrs. Rodgers arranged for my son to have lunch at the John Hancock Tower with a
number of their friends, who they kindly introduced to him. Afterwards, they arranged for my son
to sit with them in the VIP seating at the finish line, so that he could experience the thrill of seeing
so many great runners race to the finish line and ultimately see me finish.

Since my son was due back at school the next day, he and | had a good visit following the race.
Then Mr. and Mrs. Rodgers drove him back to Hartford where he caught a bus to return to school.

He and | expressed our great appreciation to Bill and Charlie and to their parents for their
generous hospitality given to my son for which we both will remain eternally grateful.”

Gail & | got an early start the next morning and arrived back in Rochester the evening of December
23rd with little to no snow the entire drive, so | was able to sing at the Christmas Eve service. All
of the 10-inch snowfall from December 10th had melted. Strong southerly winds on Gail’s birthday
(December 16th) had pushed the temperature up to 62F, and there were tornadoes in the area.
The wind actually broke off the top half of one of our pine trees, but fortunately it fell a few feet
away from our backyard deck.

On a somewhat related topic, it turns out that both Alex and | are the second person in our
respective states to have a registered streak on the Association web site. Bruce Mortenson was
first in MN and Herb Fred was first in TX. Alex and | both got to visit with Dr. Fred when | was in
Houston in 2018, as the photo attests. Herb still holds the record for most registered running
streaks (10), and being the oldest streaker ever, when he ended his 10th string of daily runs at
age 86 years and 10 months.

Some Daily Tundra Traversers Keep Going After 60

Now that daily running has become increasingly popular, | thought it would be newsworthy to see
what the numbers look like for those of us entering the final one-third of our lives (age 60 and
above). The first certified USA Active Running Streak list was compiled in the Spring of 2002. It
included 86 individuals (4 women) who had run at least 1 mile daily for 365 days or longer. It
included 13 person ages 60-69 (15%), and 3 (Walt Byerly, Dwight Moberg and Len Burton) 70
years or older (3.5%). Those 70-year olds are no longer running, with Dwight and Len now
deceased. Among the 60-year-olds, Ward Crutcher continues his daily running at age 82. The
first 60-year-old to run daily at least one year, was Wendell DeBoer of MN in 1984, but he did not
have an active streak in 2002.

Fast-forwarding to the Spring 2012 Streak Registry, the active list had increased to 313 (up
364%), and included 83 streakers ages 60-69 (1 woman) and 12 others ages 70-79 (1 woman),
as well as one over 80, Herb Fred. There had been two other men who were over 80 when they
retired streaks (Wendell DeBoer, Walt Byerly). There had also been three other retired women
who concluded their daily running in their 60s (Margaret Blackstock, Alicia Brophey, Julie
Maxwell). Percentage-wise, 26.5% active were 60 to 69, and 3.8% were in the 70-79 category.

As of January 11, 2022, there were 3787 active streaks (up 1210%), 2545 in the US (up

813%). Five were 80 or older (2 US men - Ward Crutcher and Thomas McDow, 2 US women -
Lois Bastien and Barb Latta, and one Swedish gentleman, Sten Persson), Lois the oldest at age
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85. There were 9 women among the 103 70-79-year-olds that are active, 13 of those 103 from
outside of the US. There were 84 women among the 320 active 60-69-year-olds, 52 of those 320
from outside the US.

Despite the large increase of 60 plussers streaking (from 96 in early 2012 to 428 this January, up
346%), the percentage of the total run streakers in that category dropped from 30.3% to 11.3%.
This percentage was a little higher if only counting US runners (14.2%). And if you only count
those with active streaks of five years or more, 25% of the active in the US are at least 60. There
was an increase for the women, since there were only 2 over 60 in 2012 (0.6% of total active).
Now with 95 women in that age group, the percentage is 2.5% of all actively running daily.

As we would expect, the states with the most active run streakers have the most above 60 - CA
(29), MN (27), TX (26), PA (21), FL and MI (17), and NY, VA and IL (16) are the top nine geriatric
states. Over the years, there have now been nine in the 80 and above category with Herb Fred
(86 yrs 10 mo), Jim Woolam (86 yrs 9 mo), and Wendell DeBoer (85 yrs 7 mo) being the oldest
when they retired their streaks.

The 70,000 Mile Club

A large number of streak runners (at least 157 that | have been able to confirm) have accumulated
over 70,000 miles running in their lifetime. Here is an update of their total and streak
mileage. Herb Fred ran more miles than any other person with verified records that | am aware
of.

Darryl Beardall had run an estimated 280,000 miles by the end of 2012 but has not been able to
locate all his running logs to verify his total. He was only able to confirm his 2007-2018
mileage. He did not run on Sundays, so is not a streak runner. He ran the Olympic Marathon
Trials in 1960, 1964, 1968 and 1972.

Dallas Robertson, Bill Rodgers, and Suzanne Ray are also not streak runners, but | have included
them because of their high mileage totals. Dallas had logs for all but the first five years he ran.
Rodgers won both the Boston Marathon and New York Marathon four times. He twice set the
American Record in the marathon, the first time while winning the 1975 Boston Marathon
(2:09:55) and the second time while winning the 1979 Boston Marathon (2:09:27). Dave
McGillivray, the director of the Boston Marathon is listed because of his total mileage but is also
in the process of running every day for a year which he hopes to reach in March.

Don Ritchie, British ultrarunner, who was not a streak runner, logged 208,100 miles from 1962 to
2011. His still standing track and absolute 100K world record (6:10:20, set over 40 years ago)
was achieved in a track 100K race. Ritchie’s halfway split in that race was under three hours, the
first time anyone had run that fast for 50K as a split in a longer race. It was the longest standing
world record in all of Track & Field until broken by Nao Kazami (6:09:14) on 6/24/18. Don also
held WRs for 100M on the track (11:30:51) and 100M on the road (11:51:12).

With Darryl, Dallas, Bill, Suzanne, Dave, and Don, there are 163 runners now mentioned, though
only 157 are part of the streaker “Club.”

I’'m 58 and have been a runner all my life. I'm
a streaker (just gone through 5 years). I've
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run reasonably fast over distances from
1500m (3:45) up to 50 miles.

| was injury free until December 2019 when |
developed Insertional Achilles tendinopathy.
This was just after my 3-year anniversary of
streaking. The problem was poor trail shoe
choice. A very stiff heel counter that irritated
my Insertional points. So, for the past 715
days I've run in pain.

Often in the first year it was so acute | cried
my whole mile. But always in pain, | would
say to myself just give it another week. If it
doesn’t improve then break your streak. And
then it would ease a bit. | couldn’t walk
downstairs, | couldn’t walk up slopes. | still
can’t run hills (my favorite run). | haven’t run
longer than 19km in 2 years. My weekly
kilometers have dropped from 80/100km per
week to 20 to 40km. | just tried to stay in the
game. Tried to shut out the pain. Some days
| wasn’t able to run the morning so | would try
again in the afternoon.

This past two months I've finally seen some
true healing. Minimal pain and discomfort.
I’'m walking normally again.

What I've learned is to wear soft heel counter
shoes running and walking. I'm using
Salomon Sonic 4 Confidence (9 pairs in 2
years). Get some orthotics. Don’t stretch
your calves in this period. Don’t run hills. Be
careful bending down or crouching. Run in
the afternoon when your Achilles are
warmed up. Get some treatment like
shockwave. Use iced water. Use short socks
that don’t cover or compress your Achilles (it
puts pressure on your Insertional points).

You are so much stronger than you think you
are. If you can control your mind, you can
control the flood of pain each day.

Keep on Streaking my streaking family. Don’t
Stop Believing.

And making it part
of my morning routine - like taking a shower
and brushing your teeth - makes it easy to
do.

| got the idea to start a running streak from
my brother-in-law who ran for Penn State.
Post college he had a streak one year that
lasted around 100 days. Because | travel
extensively for work, adhering to a routine is
a challenge. However, | figured that | could
do 2 miles a day no matter what and become
more consistent.

So, | started my initial running streak in 1995.
| ran a minimum 2 miles a day for 2.5 years
and then was hit by a car while biking on July
11. 1997, landing me in the hospital. After
recovering | resumed running, but on an ad
hoc basis.
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Then in August 2001 | incurred a leg injury
and stopped running in an effort to heal.
However, after around 6 weeks off, the injury
still persisted. Having often found backing off
workouts rather than resting promotes
recovery - coupled with the events of 9/11 - |
decided to start running again. The day |
resumed running was October 10, 2001.
And | haven't missed a day since.

There are so many memories of running all
over the world, where my travels have taken
me.

My current streak began on July 1, 2018, 6
months and a week after my injury. | tried to
"run" with my crutches in the dining room the
day after my injury; however, only my right
leg was actually running. But | didn't stop
moving. | was able to use a stationary
bicycle right after the injury (right leg only)
and then headed outside on my bike 5
months out with both legs able to pedal. I've
made some adjustments in what | wear; that
is, | almost always wear grippers on my
running shoes and knee pads if it's icy.

I've truly treasured my days of running on this
second streak knowing what it was like to be
forced to stop. People used to always ask me
during my first streak, what | would do if |
couldn't run. | would always say, "Don't worry
about me. Worry about the people | live
with." In reality, that wasn't the case. | wasn't
grumpy or miserable. | just did everything |
could to stay physically strong and was
thankful for my husband and pets for taking
good care of me during that time.

THE FINISH LINE

Celebrating 5-year streaking anniversaries has long been a tradition of our association and this newsletter.
Our founders, John and Dawn Strumsky, first acknowledged separately under the heading “Streaking
Anniversaries” athletes who moved into a new 5-year category in Issue #9 published in Spring 2003. That
issue celebrated the 5-year anniversaries of Charles Brumley (25), Larry Baldasari (25), Timothy
Woodbridge (25), Jay Kammerzell (20), and Roger Carlson (15). | continued the “Streaking Anniversaries”
tradition when | became the association’s manager in 2011. In my first newsletter as editor that summer,
we acknowledged three athletes who reached their 5-year anniversaries during the last quarter: Steve
DeBoer (40), Ronald Shealy (10), and James Bates (5).

From those humble beginnings, our “Streaking Anniversaries” section has taken on a life of its own. This
issue celebrates the 5-year anniversaries of over 200 athletes covering every 5-year range from 5 years to
50 years. We also have featured stories on the top three athletes on our streak anniversary list this quarter.
Our cover story features Alex Galbraith, who started his streak on 22 December 1971 and who became the
5" person in the world to maintain a running streak for 50 years (see page 7).This newsletter also has
featured stories on John Liepa (streak started 2 January 1977; see page 11) and Bill Robertson (streak
started 8 February 1977; see page 13), who became the 13" and 14" athletes in the world to surpass the
45-year running streak mark. Congratulations to Alex, John, and Bill on their amazing accomplishments
and to all those celebrating a streaking anniversary this quarter.

The huge growth in “Streaking Anniversaries” is, of course, part of the overall upward trend we are
experiencing in running streaks registered with our association. Our first newsletter that was published in
April 2001 listed just 113 active and 16 retired streaks all in the United States. The first newsletter | edited
in the Summer 2011 (Issue #42) our active list had only grown to 275 streaks and our retired list numbered
181 streaks again all in the United States. Today, our running streak association lists more than 5,500
active and retired streak from daily runners in 66 countries.

We have also witnessed a significant increase in our membership in recent years. For example, last year
we welcomed the most new members for a single year — 372 — that surpassed the previous membership
record of 277 that we set in 2020. To give you an idea of how significant our membership growth was in
2021, our running streak association recorded our first four members (Robert Ray, Margaret Blackstock,
George Hancock, and John Strumsky) on 21 November 2000 and would not record our 372" member (our
2021 total) until Roger Urbancsik, of Marina Del Rey, California joined our association over a decade later
on 2 July 2011. Thank you to all our new members and thank you to all our members who have supported
our running streak association over the years.

Mr. Urbancsik, by the way, is an amazing athlete who surpassed 200,000 lifetime miles on 2 October 2021.
He also has compiled various lists of racing times for our streakers and is very helpful to our association in
spotting streaks that are listed two or more times. In that regard, please only “Create an Account” once and
make any updates to that account by clicking “Update account information” on our home page. If you have
opened an extra account or listed your streak more than once, please let us know at USRSA@yahoo.com
so that we can correct the problem. Thank you!

Returning to our rapid growth, while a positive sign, has been a challenge to us in publishing all the streaks
from our active and retired lists with each newsletter. For example, our last newsletter (Winter 2021-2022)
filled 48 pages for our active list and another 21 pages for our retired list using a very small font size. We
do have size constraints in sending our newsletter through our service so you will find our active list scaled
back starting with this newsletter to only include rank, name, streak start date, state, and country. All the
other data we used to post - city, age, and occupation — can still be found on our website along with the
current streak day/year that changes daily. While our retired list remains unchanged, the data we publish
in the newsletter will probably be scaled back in the near future as our retired list also continues to
mushroom in size.
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As for me during the last quarter, my running and health experienced some highs and lows. The highs
centered around my return to in-person racing. | competed in some New Jersey state team races and this
year placed second in my age group in the 2021 USA Track & Field - New Jersey (USATF-NJ) Long
Distance Running Grand Prix competition. This year's competition consisted of the highest point totals from
eight races ranging from a mile to a half marathon in an abbreviated competition due to the pandemic.
While | have competed in this New Jersey state-wide race competition for many years, 2021 is my first time
for winning an overall award for placing in the top three in my age group.

| have also been busy on the marathon front and have now completed 40 marathons since first running the
26.2-mile distance at the 1985 New Jersey Waterfront Marathon. My marathon count also includes
qualifying for and completing the last 17 Boston Marathons (the last two were run virtually). | have been
accepted for the 2022 Boston Marathon and qualified for 2023 so | hope to keep the Boston streak going
for at least another couple of years. In other marathon news, | completed the 2021 Philadelphia Marathon
in November and achieved one of my goals of completing a marathon in under 4 hours for the last 5
decades. Here is the list of my fastest-time marathons for the decade from the 1980s to the 2020s: 1985
New Jersey Waterfront Marathon 3:32:44; 1990 Washington, D.C. Marine Corp Marathon 3:29:41; 2004
Scranton Steamtown Marathon 3:23:13 (Personal Record); 2010 Boston Marathon 3:33:59; and 2021
Philadelphia Marathon 3:56:39.

| also ended 2021 on a high note by completing year 32 of my running streak (started 31 December 1989).
| also started 2022 on another high note by winning my age at the Westfield, New Jersey Hangover Run
on New Year's Day. On 11 January 2022, | completed Day 11,700 for my streak and celebrated the day by
posting this ditty on my Facebook page:

I'm in ELEVEN SEVEN hundred HEAVEN,

At half past SEVEN, On this very cold January ELEVEN,

With the wind chill showing a few degrees below SEVEN,

And temperatures in Fahrenheit just above ELEVEN,

I ran a hilly course that in miles measured SEVEN,

And if converted to kilometers would be a little longer than ELEVEN.

Four days after my 11,700 post, my luck changed. | first noticed | was a little off on Saturday night, January
15, when | had stomach issues and had difficulty eating dinner. | initially thought | had food poisoning since
| was not coughing or had lung issues that you might associate with a more serious virus. The stomach
issues continued throughout the week, however, so | decided to get tested on Friday, January 21, to rule
out Covid-19. | received my positive results the next day.

Luckily, | received my initial Pfizer vaccination shots in March 2021, received my Pfizer booster shot in
November, and my symptoms were relatively minor compared to others. | did have one scary moment on
the Saturday morning run (January 22) before | received my positive results. | was at mile 4.67 of a 7-mile
loop that | had run hundreds of times but felt exhausted that day. The next thing | know | fainted and was
on the ground. Fortunately, my wife, Diane, was there and was able to drive me home. | felt light headed
at other times, vomited a few times, but my symptoms did not require hospitalization or even calling my
doctor.

My minimum distance for my streak is 3-miles a day and | did record some of my slowest runs at that
distance over the next couple of weeks. My running streak, however, is still active. | even kept up my streak
of never calling in sick for work since becoming a teacher in 1992. Although, in that case, | taught my college
history courses remotely from my home for one week in late January.

In any case, Covid is no joke. If you have not already, please get yourself vaccinated and boosted. | am

glad | did so that could continue to run the roads and trails — every day — with you. Good luck on your
journey.
